The Manitoba Pharmaceutical Association has received a report of an armed robbery of a pharmacy; this time in the Weston area of Winnipeg occurring yesterday, June 9th in the afternoon.
In this recent incident, two males (one being Caucasian and one being Asian) with a handgun initially demanded OxyContin®.  After the pharmacist handed over their limited supply of OxyContin®, the armed robbers demanded Morphine and Percocet®.  After receiving a supply of these additional narcotics, the armed robbers left the premises without further incident. 

Please remember, should your practice site be subject to an armed robbery, the safety of staff and others in the pharmacy is the primary objective.   In this recent incident, the pharmacy did have a sign in the front window of the store indicating that only a limited supply of OxyContin® was available.  Installing and advertising the use of video surveillance equipment may also help prevent an armed robbery.
